Additional Proposal Considerations: 

Members of the program advisory committee evaluate all proposed presentations based on the 

following criteria: 

• Overall quality; 

• Relevance to the Paramedic community; 

• Well-defined focus within the program track outline 

• Timeliness of the topic; 

• Speaker qualifications; 
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• Top consideration is given to new, high-quality and/or timely topics not previously 

presented at past PACE Conferences. 

Important information to consider: 

In order to keep registration costs down to encourage and facilitate participation from 

Paramedics all across Canada, we strongly encourage presenters to seek out sponsorship to cover 

their travel, accommodation, and other associated costs. In the event that a speaker is unable to 

secure sponsorship support, PACE will provide a $500 CAD honorarium to help cover 

associated costs. All travel and accommodation arrangements are the responsibility of individual 

presenters.

o A description of your prospective conference session, including course objectives; 

o A short bio highlighting your experience and education (to be used for promotional 

purposes and materials) 

o The name and post-nominals of speaker/instructor
